Trai floated a consultation paper on
the framework for service authorisations
to be granted under the
Telecommunications Act, 2023.

As part of the public consultations on
the issue held on Wednesday, industry
voices reiterated their positions on the
matter, officials said.

“Trai will provide clarity on the
matter by the end of the month,” an offi-
cial said.

Telcos have repeated that OTT com-
munication services are covered under
the new Telecom Act as an access service,
and demanded ‘same service same rules’
for OTT players, he added.

Meanwhile, tech interests have
stressed any additional regulatory inter-
vention will lead to entry costs on the
